Registration Requirements:  Arabians: Horses shown in this division must have been issued a
certificate of registration from the Arabian Horse Registry of America, Inc., and/or the Canadian Arabian
Horse Registry, or, if under one year of age, be eligible for registry and registration applied for
(Exception: Art. 1699V.1) and must be entered under their full registered name. (Only weanlings that
have had registration applied for may show without registration papers.) A copy of the registration
papers showing proof of ownership must be submitted with entry form at the time of making entries.
Competition management is responsible for notifying exhibitors of this requirement. Half-Arabians:
Horses shown in this section must have been issued a certificate of registration from the Arabian Horse
Association in the Half-Arabian or the Anglo-Arabian Registry, or have been issued an Arabian Horse
Association (Canadian Partbred Arabian Registry) CPAR PERMIT, or if under one year of age, be
eligible for registry and registration applied for and must be entered under their full registered name.
